The Organising Committee will nominate a Control Commission, a 
Disciplinary Commission and an Appeal Jury.  

 
Event Disciplinary Commission: 
 
In accordance with the ISF General Competition Rules, the Disciplinary 
Commission will be composed of  

• The ISF Delegate 

• The President of the Local Organising Committee  
 
The Disciplinary Commission will deal with all matters relating to 
discipline arising during the championship matches and also during the 
period of the Championship where the matters are not covered by 
technical regulations.  
 
Issues related to discipline that cannot be solved by the Event Disciplinary 
Commission on the spot will be passed on to the Permanent ISF 
Disciplinary Commission. 
It should be noted that where there is a sufficiently serious lack of respect 
for ISF rules, the Disciplinary Commission can disqualify participants, 
teams or delegations from the competition and ask them to return home 
before the conclusion of the event.  
 
Appeal Jury  
 
In accordance with the ISF General Competition Rules, the Appeal Jury 
will be composed of

The appeal must be lodged within 30 minutes of the incident and be 
written in English.
